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If your pet shows any of the following symptoms, they should visit the vet as soon as possible,
If the svmptom has a * next to it, take vour pet to a veterinarian immediately.

-YVomiting

-Dharrhea

“Vomiting or diarthea for more than 3 hours or constant vomiting or diarrhea®
-Excessive bleeding®

-Bleading from rectum or other onfice

-Abnormal unination

-Dhscharge from wound or incision

-Colored discharge from eves or nose

-Poszzible ingestion of a poisonous substance™®

-Possible ingestion of chocolate®

-Rabbit, guinea pig. or other rodent that hasn’t eaten in & hours or more®
-Any animal that 15 not dnnking water®

-Neurologic symptoms (walking around in circles, laying on the floor and shaking)*
-Lethargy

-Limping

-Smoke inhalation or burns from fire®

-Abnormal behavior

-Constipated (not poopng)
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
